RULES AND REGULATIONS
EXHIBITORS AND CONTESTANTS
1.  No entry fee is charged in any Department of the Phillips County Fair.

2.  Thursday is Entry Day and all entries must be in place by 8:00 p.m. 4-H weigh scales will close at 4:00 p.m. 

3.  All exhibits shall be entered in the name of the grower.  Any exhibitor violating this rule will forfeit all premium awards in the Department in which the violation has occurred.  All Agriculture Exhibits must be grown in current or previous year.

4.  Winning exhibits of corn, grain, and other farm produce become the property of the county, if a county exhibit is planned for subsequent district, state fairs or shows.

5.  The Phillips County Fair will take proper care of articles or stock entered for exhibition, but will not be responsible for the loss or injury or damage to same. Loss or damage should be reported to Superintendent or Secretary as soon as the loss or damage becomes known.

6.   The fair management reserves the right to remove from the Fair Grounds any exhibit that is deemed unsuitable or objectionable.

7.  All property of any character entered for competition, display, or other purpose on the fair grounds, shall be subject to the control of the Fair Secretary and shall not be removed until time set by fair office.

8.  Articles of exhibits sent by express or freight must be sent prepaid to the Secretary of the Phillips County Fair, Dodson, MT 59524.  Each individual exhibit shipped must bear a tag giving the name and address of the owner and department, class, and lot where the entry is made.

9.  The Secretary of the Phillips County Fair shall have the power of decision in all matters of disagreement between exhibitors, Superintendent, or other Officials of the fair.

10.  The board of Directors of the Phillips County Fair reserves the right to interpret these rules and regulations, to amend or add to these rules and regulations as may seem advisable, and to arbitrarily settle and determine all disputes, questions, and differences in regard thereto in any way connected with the operation of the fair.

11.  No exhibit may be entered in more than one class in 4-H/FFA and open class, except horse.

12.   No premiums will be awarded, unless entry is made for the same.

13.   Premiums will be paid by check or warrant mailed by the secretary to the Post Office address of the exhibitor.  Premiums will be paid according to the awarding in the judges book, not by the premium tags or ribbons.

14.  All exhibitors of livestock and contestants with race horses must supply their own feed and hay.  However, hay will be furnished for the 4-H livestock exhibits.

JUDGES RULES
1.  Exhibits erroneously entered may be transferred or rejected on direction of the President or Secretary of the fair.






2.  Should any doubt arise to the regularity of any entry, the Superintendent in charge of the department must be notified at once and he, with the judge of the department, shall decide the matters and their decisions will be final. 

3.  The decision of the judge shall be final and no appeal shall be considered, except in case of protest field in writhing with the Superintendent.

4.  Any exhibitor who publicly expresses disapproval in the arena or on the grounds of the decision of the judges, or who by act of interference shall be guilty of conduct unbecoming an exhibitor, shall forfeit the premium and be excluded from further competition.

5.  Exhibitors may win but one premium in any lot. 

6.  No premium shall be awarded not any premium paid on any animal or articles not listed in the premium list.

7.  When there is but one exhibitor competing for a premium, the judges may recommend “No Premium”, or “First Premium” as merit may warrant.

8.  Judges must see that the clerk makes a proper recording of each winner in the judges book.

9.  In Open classes except for livestock, judges shall not award more that one prize to a family in the same class and lot.  Such entries shall be considered as divided samples and only one award given.

Entries and exhibits in this di​vis​ion positively close at 8 p.m., Th​urs​day, July 31.

Animals must be owned at the time of making entry by the firm or in​dividual exhibiting them.  No en​try changes in this class.

Applications for stalls should be made directly to the manager at the time of arrival of the animals. Stall assignment will be made by the su​per​intendent as soon thereafter as pra​cticable.  Cages will not be provided for open class chickens.

Exhibits must be in place by 8 p.m., July 31.  Barns and stalls must be open and stock uncovered between 9 a.m. and 7 p.m. during each day of the fair. Exhibits are not to be rem​oved from the fair​grounds until 4:00 p.m., August 3.

Where there are fewer animals sho​wn in lots than numbers of premi​u​ms offered, the judge may in his dis​cre​tion, award a prize or prizes of such grade as the animal may de​serv​e.  This rule shall also be appli​cable wh​ere there is but a single exhibitor in any lot.

Exhibitors must keep the space in the rear of their stalls and al​leyways in the barn clear and clean.

Bulls should be shown with nose rings or nose leads.


BEEF CATTLE

This class is open to any beef br​eed or cross breed.  There will be no entry for dry cows.  Bulls should be shown with rings or nose leads.

No family will be permitted to make more than one entry in any one lot, except exhibitors may enter more than one variety under each Section No. for Grain and Forage crops.


HINTS TO EXHIBITORS

The purity and quality of a sam​ple are the two points to remem​ber when preparing samples of thres​hed grain for show. Purity is valued at about 35 percent and quality at 65 percent.

WHEAT – All samples should be free of dirt, weed seed​s, chaff and other grains. There should be no evi​dence of smut in the sample. The sa​mple should be pure as to variety and class of grain. The grain in the sample ought to be large, plump, and of a hard-flinty texture. A deep yet clear, dark red color is best for mil​ling wheats. It should give a high test weight. The sample should be free from all kinds of damage, such as bin burning, etc.

OATS AND BARLEY – Practically the same points for wheat will hold for oats and barley. In oats and bar​ley, fresh, clean color is very impor​tant. Another impor​tant point is the plumpness of the grain, best indi​cat​ed by a high point value per bush​el.

SHEAF GRAINS – In sheaf grain, the evidence of high yield and quali​ty of grain are perhaps of equal im​portance. A sheaf of grain should be pure as to variety. The grain must be well matured and of sound vitali​ty.

FORAGE SHEAVES – Forage sheaves are judged upon their ap​parent I​ge quality, purity and yield. It is very essential that the show sample be cured and in a way that will pres​erve the natural green color and the maximum amount of foliage.


PREPARATION OF SAMPLES

SHEAF GRAINS – Go into the field before grain is ready to cut with the binder. Select samples, and with a knife, cut them close to the ground so as to get the full length of the straw. Be careful not to break the straw in handling. Spread samples on a board in the sun to bleach. See that samples never get wet after being cut. When green color is en​tir​ely gone and straw perfectly dry, bind in bundles, tying with a soft cloth that will not cut straw. Make bun​dles from three to five inches in diameter, just below the head, and tie snugly in at least three places.  Strip all leaves from straw.  After tying in bundles cut bottom even.  Then hang in dry place with head do​wn until time for the Fair.

THRESHED GRAINS – Take a sam​ple from bin of threshed grain; sam​ple should then be thor​oughly cleaned, all grain mixtures and weak seed being removed with a grain grader.

SHEAF FORAGE EXHIBITS – Select the most leafy types to be found in the field, the best individual speci​m​ens obtainable, and cut close to the ground. Place in loose bundles not more than five to seven inches in diameter, and wrap loosely in a new​s​paper or cheese cloth. Then hang, head down in a dark place to cure. Do not strip a single leaf or branchlet from the item, as forage should re​ta​in its color and leaves. In making up show bundles, select those indi​vidual stems that have retained the most and best leaves with their col​or. Ma​ke bundles from three to five inches in
diameter and tie securely in one place at the base of the legume or grass.  After tying in bundles cut bottom of sheaf even.

HINTS TO VEGETABLE EXHIBITORS

The outstanding points to be considered in select​ing a vegetable exhibit are quality and condi​tion. The judging of a vegetable exhibit is ge​nerally based on the readiness of the products for immediate use. The qual​ity of the products is deter​mined by actual test.

Condition and quality also in​clu​de the points of freedom from di​s​ease, insect work, mechanical injury and defects. Vegetable exhibits shou​ld comprise speci​mens which are prac​tically perfect from a physical stan​dpoint with root crop not cut too short.  All exhibits must be clean.

Medium sizes are generally pr​eferred to the very large sizes. Uni​formity, a point which applies to ex​hibit that include more than one spe​cimen, is particularly important. Uni​formity largely determines the ap​pearance of the exhibit.

For all root crops, cut the tops off, leaving ap​prox​imately ¾” of top intact with root. Wash roots gently, but avoid injury to the skin. If storage is neces​sary, put them in a cool, moist place.

Following are some of the poin​ts that should be especially observed with each vegetable:

BEANS, STRING – Pods should be uniform in size, shape, color and sta​ge of maturity. Free from rust and other imperfections. Should not show large, mature beans in the pod. Shou​ld be free from stringi​ness.

BEETS – Cut the tops off, leav​ing approximate​ly ¾ inch of top intact.  Wash gently to avoid injury to the skin.  If storage is necessary put them in a cool, moist place. The flesh when cut should be firm, crisp, and fine grained. White rings in the cut flesh lower the qua​lity score. Roots should be intact.

CABBAGE – Uniformity of speci​mens very desir​able. Heads should be solid, this being deter​mined by weight and pressure. Extremely large heads very frequently lack in other qualit​ies. Evidence of cabbage worm work not desir​able. Trim lower leaves from heads and do not leave roots intact.

CARROTS – Sample should be typ​i​cal of its group size. Nor​mally a de​ep orange in color. Uniform in color, size, and shape. Specimens should be smooth, clean, fresh, (not with​ered), and free from sunburn. There should be no coarse rings when cut. Cut the tops off, leav​ing approximately ¾ inch of top intact.  Wash gently to avoid injury to the skin.  If storage is necessary put them in a cool, moist place. 

CANTALOUPE AND MUSKMELON – Gen​er​ally judged on the same basis as watermel​ons.

CELERY-Remove roots and un​derground portion of stem but leave the crown.  Wash if need​ed.  Keep in a moist and cool place.

CUCUMBER, SLICING – Quality of special impor​tance. Mature seeds low​er the quality. Speci​mens must be firm quality, may be determined by pressure. Evi​dence of the segments separating under pressure indi​cates that speci​mens are too mature. Small seed cavity desirable. Uniformi​ty of specimens distinctly desirable.

CUCUMBERS – Harvest by cutting stems, leaving approximately ¼” of stem. Avoid injury to fruit. Wash if necessary. Choose well-shaped speci​mens. Those extremely pointed, dum​b​bells, and badly crooked are looked upon as off-type.

DILL-Uniform in size, have some in seed and coming into seed, ready to use for canning.  Re​move or cut right above root.

KALE-Cut off root, leave leaves.

KOHLRABI – Remove the roots and under​ground portion of stem, but leave the crown.  Wash if needed.  Keep in moist and cool place.

ONIONS – Approximately eight days before fair, pull and twist tops and remove outer layer of (dirty) skin.  Spread them in an open shed so air will pass over them until time to take to fair.  Remove the tops, and clip off roots, but in doing so avoid damage to the node or basal plate. Choose well formed bulbs, avoiding “doubles”, thick necks or other off-type specimens. Trim roots close to bottom.

PARSLEY – Cut stems and display in jar.

PARSNIPS – There should be uni​f​ormity thro​ugh​out exhibit. Long type should not be less than 15 inch​es; hollow crown not less than 12 inches and not less than two and one-half inches thick at the thickest part. Should be free from rust and side roots. Lightly creamy color. Not cor​ky. Cut the tops off, leaving ap​proximately ¾ inch of top intact. Wash roots gently, but avoid injury to the skin.  If storage is necessary, put them in a cool, moist place.

PEAS IN POD – Choose those that are sweet, moist, and tender, and not those that are bitter, dry and tough or woody. Wash if neces​sary.


PEPPERS – Choose specimens that are firm or meaty.  Leave approxi​mately ½ inch of stem.  Keep in a cool, moist place.  Avoid injury.  Wash if neces​sary. Should be deep in col​o​r, fresh, firm symmetrical. In close com​petition, the advantage is given to per​fectly green specimens. Traces of red col​oring not desirable in the gr​een va​rieties; red peppers, other​wise.

POTATOES – Specimens brought in should be uniform table size, sh​al​low eyes, and free of blemish​es. Im​mediately after digging, allow them to set on the ground for ap​pro​ximately 20 minutes to allow the skin to “set”. To clean either “brush” or wash the potato, but be careful as bruising the skin is undesir​able.

UNIFORMITY – Exhibit should be uniform in all physical characteris​tics.

BLEMISHES AND DISEASES – Should be no evidence of lightrot, grubs, rhizoctinia, sunburn or inju​ry from rough handling.

SHAPE – Should be typical of var​iety. Market demands a moder​ately oval-flat  or round-flat shape.

SIZE – Should be typical of the variety. Market demands a medium-sized potato. Weight of each potato should be from eight to ten ounces.

QUALITY OF FLESH – Should be tr​ue of the variety.  Market re​quires a thin-textured flesh of light color, free from excess moisture and dark spots.

DEPTH OR FREQUENCY OF EYES – Should be typical of the variety. Ma​rket demands few and shallow eyes.

COLOR AND TEXTURE OF SKIN – Sh​ould be typical of the variety. Mark​et demands a thin-smooth skin.

Five potatoes constitute an ex​hibit. 

PUMPKINS, PIE – Uniformity of variety, type size and color. Must be free from insect and mechan​ical in​jury. Specimens should be mature, as indicated by hardness of shell. 

RHUBARB – Stalks should be un​iform in size and color. Should be fresh, solid and brittle, no pithy. Stalks must be tender and juicy.  Should be pulled, ends not cut off.

Remove all green portion of leaf.  Leave base of petiole (stem) intact.  Wash. 

ROOT CROPS – Cut the tops off, leaving ap​prox​imately ¾ “ of top intact with the root. Wash roots gently but avoid injury to the skin. If storage is neces​sary, put them in a cool, moist place. Root crops in​clu​de beets, carrots, radishes, rutab​agas, turnips, parsnips, artichokes (Jerusa​lem), horseradish and others.

RUTABAGAS – Cut the tops off, leaving approximately ¾ inch of top intact.  Wash gently but avoid injury to the skin.  If storage is necessary, put them in a cool, moist place.

SQUASH – In winter squash, mat​urity is partic​u​larly important, as indicated by hardness of the outer shell. Three specimens constitute an exhibit, with uniformity of color, we​ight and type. Should be free from blemishes. Stem should be attached. Vegetable marrow and summer squash should be immature, as indicated by the soft shell.  Choose tender speci​mens.  For the long type, they may be from five to eight inches long.  For the round type and crooked nec​ks, choose those which are very ten​der and succulent.  Some types are ready for use as soon as the blossom has withered.

SWEET CORN – Fresh, well-filled ears uni​form in size, shape and col​or. Avoid mixtures of varieties in the ear. Must be in prime shape for use. Remove part of husk leaving two or three layers for protection against drying.  Cut off stem back to the outer layer of husk.  Choose well pollinated and well developed ears with good tip cover and tip fill, in the “milk stage”.

TOMATOES – Specimens should be selected for type and uniformity of type, size, color and maturity. Must be firm and free from cracks, insects and mechani​cal injury. No gr​een streaks. Ripe tomatoes should be in prime condi​tion for slicing, with stems. Green tomatoes should be en​tirely green with stems and no red showing and should be in the best stage of maturity for the purpose intended.

TURNIPS – The smaller sizes are generally the most desirable, being highest in quality. The larger sizes are usually bitter, corky and pithy. The speci​mens should be uniform thr​oughout, with the color bright and clean. Must be free of side roots and blemishes. Flesh fine grained and sw​eet.

Cut the tops off, leaving ap​proximately ¾ inch of top intact with the root.  Wash roots gently, but avoid injury.  If storage is nec​essary, put them in a cool, moist place.

WATERMELONS – One melon constitutes an exhibit. Specimens should be uniform in size, color and type, and free fr​om blemishes due to diseases, insect or mechanical injury. Thickness of rind and quality and color of the flesh are particularly impor​tant. Sho​uld be in perfect state of ripeness for immediate use.

HINTS to FRUIT EXHIBITORS
In estimating the comparative values of collec​tion fruits, the judg​es will base such estimates strictly upon the varieties in such collection, which shall have been correctly named by the exhibitor.

In instructing such comparison of values, the judges will consider first, the value of the varieties for the purposes for which they are ent​ered; second, the color, size and ev​enness of the specimens; third, the apparent carefulness in handling and the taste dis​played in the arrange​ments of the exhibit; fourth, reject​ed and will not be placed on exhibi​tion.  If, in the opinion of the jud​ge, none of the entries in the lot or class are worthy of an award, he may refuse to award any prize or prizes in such class or lot.  

 
INSTRUCTIONS TO EXHIBITORS        

  1.  Fruit selected for exhibition purposes should be free from blemis​hes of any kind, true to the type of variety, of medium size and show as nearly as possi​ble perfect develop​ment of form and color.

  2.  Apples, plums, and pears should have perfect stems and should be handled in such a manner as not to destroy the natural bloom of the fr​uit.  Stems should be left on straw​berries.

  3.  Always wrap specimens carefully and pack in batting, excelsior straw, or some material that will prevent any possible injury during shipment.  It is always advisable to send a few extra specimens.

  4.  Exhibitors may replace with fr​esh fruit any speci​mens that show a tendency to spot or decay at any time during the fair except when the judges are working on the class to which it belongs.

  5.  Decayed, injured or inferior specimens should not be exhibited.  When such specimens appear, they will be considered by the judge as lower​ing the comparative standard of the exhibit.  Taste in ar​range​ment and neatness of exhibit will be considered by the judges in making the awards.
